How to connect domains

1) Slip two ends of wires into a tube bead so they are overlapping  

2) Squeeze the tube bead (“Crimp bead”) in the inner crescent shaped groove of the crimper and collapse the bead
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For designs that
require beads and
links o be strung
before crimping, fist
tape one end.

Thread stringing
‘material through crimp
bead and finding. Then,
back through crimp
bead (and one or two
beads, f desired).

To tighten,
gently grasp
the stringing
material with
bent chain
nose plers or
fingers next to
the crimp,
while tugging
on the end.

Place crimp bead insde plie jaws in
hole closest to the joint, and squeeze to
form thefirstcrimp.
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Clip end with heavy
duty cutters. Tail
can be clipped next

to crimp bead, if
desired.

Place the elongated crimp bead into the
hole closest to the tips. Ensure that the
widest part of the bead is touching the
jaws. Squeeze a second time to ‘round”
the bead.
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3) 
Turn the collapsed bead on its side (90°-see below) and place it in the front groove.  Collapse again. 
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4) Now fold back the wires as diagrammed to secure your connection.
